	Word Variety
	Student will have at least 150 words.  They will have nouns, verbs, adjective, idioms, metaphors, and similies.

	Student will have at least 100 words. They will have some nouns, verbs, adjective, idioms, metaphors, and similies.
	Student will have at least 80 words. They do not have a wide variety of the parts of speech.
	Student will have at least 60 words.

	Definitions have a part of speech highlighted and a sentence using it properly.  In the definition there is no slang used.
	Definitions have a part of speech and a sentence using the word properly. There are a few instances where slang is used to define.
	Definitions are present, but there are some missing the part of speech part and the sentences.
	There are definitions for all, but most of the speech and sentences are missing.  There are a few present and correct.
	The student only has definitions. They are not consistent.
